The client wanted a conservatory/
walkway to link two sections of  the 
house, the old section with the 
new section.  The idea was to in-
stall a glass floor into the walkway 
and to create a feature below. 
The main rock walls were con-
structed by us prior to any building 
works.  The back and side walls are 
750mm thick and are core filled 
with concrete.  The conservatory/
walkway was then constructed on 
top by the builder. 

¶ The actual pond is built out of  solid concrete and waterproofed using 
a rubberised paint on sealer. 

¶ The two small side ponds are linked to the main pond, to ensure all 
three ponds have the same level 

¶ The pond has 6 submersible pumps, 12 lights, 5 air bubblers installed  
¶ The system is kept clean using an external bio-filter in conjunction 

with a UV filter 
¶ The entire feature is controlled from inside via the properties C-Bus
